In a dedication ceremony 
here on Oct.S, Building 850 be­
came the new home ofthe 93151 

Air Refueling Group. 
Maj. Gen. Robert McIntosh, 

Chiefof Air Force Reserve and 
the 93151 ARG Commander Col. 
Dean Despinoy did the honors 
of cutting the ribbon and begin 
a new era for the associate unit. 

It will house the 93151 com­
mand and support staff, the 18th 

Air Refueling "Super" Squad­
ron and operational personnel. 

"Facilities are brick, mortar, 
infrastructure, computers, tele­
phones, windows and roofs," 
McIntosh said. "The thing that 
makes facilities really become 
viable relative to implementing 
and enforcing national defense 
are the people." 

The unit will begin moving 
into the $4.9 million complex 
Dec. 3. 

"We're very fortunate to be 
able to take possession of this 
fme facility in today's environ­
ment of very short dollars," 
Despinoy said. "This building 

will also give us enough room to 
grow as our unit changes and 
grows." 

The new 34,000 square foot 
facility is replacing building 1218 
with more office space, improved 
furniture, larger break areas, and 
extra parking spaces in the rear 
of the building. It also has been 
pre-wired for computers and 
cable television, eliminating wir­
ing problems that occurred when 

1218 was being restored. It is 
also fully accessible for handi­
capped personnel with ramps 
and an elevator. 

The building was designed 
on the "Prairie School" premise 
of architecture that renowned 
architect Frank Lloyd Wright 
made famous. The "Prairie 
School" theme was a popular 
Midwestern design and is still 
prevalent at McConnell.

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American Express-for authorized use only

The American Express card is authorized 
for official government business only. This 
means only when the member is on official 
orders, not to include leave of any sort or 
IDT. 

Only official TDY expenditures claimed 
on your travel voucher, such as food, lodg­
ing and transportation will be reimbursed. 

Members on TDY longer than 30 days 
should file an interim travel voucher for ex­
penses incurred to that point. This reim­
bursement would then be used to pay that 
month's AMEX bill which will continue to 
be generated on the normal billing cycle. 

The member is responsible for keeping 
their account current at all times. 

American Express accounts that become 
60 days delinquent will automatically be sus­
pended. The cards will remain in a sus­
pended status until the entire account bal­
ance is paid, not just the delinquent amount. 
Accounts that become 60 days delinquent 
twice in a 12 month period will be automati­
cally canceled. If a card is canceled under 
this process we can request reinstatement, 
however AMEX reserves the right to deny 
reinstatement of the account. 

American Express card abuse and delin­
quency have consequences. AMEX abuse 
and delinquency may result in a letter of 
counseling, a letter of reprimand, adminis­
trative demotion, administrative discharge, 
and an Article 15. AMEX delinquency will 

result in non-eligibility for re-enlistment, 
awards, and promotions. 

It is of utmost importance that all 931st 
members use the AMEX card properly and 
pay their AMEX credit card obligations in a 
timely manner. Not doing so will adversely 
affect your credit rating and your military 
career. 

"PayCall" System available for reservists
 
Mr. Ron Swenka, the Director ofMilitary 

Pay operations in the Defense Finance and 
Accounting Service - Denver Center (DFAS­
DE), has recently announced the develop­
ment ofan automated system which will pro­
vide Air Force member with pay and allow­
ance information around the clock, seven 
days a week. Air Force and DFAS financial 
managers have christened this new capabil­
ity"PayCalI." The new system, and the call 
center that supports it, will provide direct 
account access for Air Force military pay 
customers. 

This service will be phased in by major 
commands (MAJCOM) to prevent tele­
phone call overload as the system is acti­
vated. Extra time is required on the first call 

to establish Personal Identification Numbers 
(PIN). Each phase is estimated to take about 
a month, however actual start dates will be 
determined by usage. Air Mobility Command 
will be in the first phase which is set to begin 
on 1Oct 97. 

Access is provided 24 hours a days for 
individuals to obtain limited military pay in­
formation when calling a toll free number 

CONUS Number: ]-800-755-7413 
Information will be available for all Air 

Force Active Duty, Reserve, National Guard 
and separatees. First-time callers will need 
to answer a series of questions to validate 
the caller's identity after which a PIN will be 
established. This PIN must be retained for 
use in all future telephone inquiries. Ifa cus­
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tomer forgets the PIN, on line assistance will 
be available to help reset the PIN but will not 
be able to answer pay questions. 

Reserve and National Guard members can 
get: 

• amount of last paycheck 
• tour dates 
• reissued W-2 
• Federal and State tax information 
• total debt amount paid 
• deduction from last pay 
This new service is being provided for 

customers so they have an alternate means 
to receive pay information. Unique or un­
usual pay questions or problems will still 
need to be resolved by the appropriate ser­
vicing finance or pay office.

If data is incomplete or 
incorrect, the Air Force cannot extend 
dependent benefits, and timely or proper 
notification cannot be made in the event of 
injury, serious illness, or death while on duty. 
You are the only one who can keep this 
document current. Remember, there is no 
such thing as a minor error on this form. 
Check the form in your mobility folder. If any 
information is in error or out of date, come by 
the MPF Customer Service to update the 
information. You may be one of the lucky 
ones who escape injury or illness, but can you 
afford the risk? 

Effectively IMMEDIATELY, it now takes 9 
unexcused absences to be involuntarily 
reassigned to the inactive reserve. Another 
action which may occur is involuntary 
demotion!
